In 2004, Tom started to present his own TV-Show: Show do Tom. Show do Tom was a variety show that mixed funny sketches and interviews. Tom created several characters that are now famous in Brazilian pop-culture.
In order to bring his humor to American audiences, Tom had the help of a great team of professionals. The script was written by Brazilian filmmaker Gui Pereira and American writer Lara Horton. Gui was also in charge of directing the project. Gui, an avid Italian cinema fan, was inspired by the comedic aspects that Federico Fellini used to create the visual narratives of his films.
Pizza Me, Mafia had a production team of three producers. One of them is the Brazilian actor Guile Branco. In addition to appearing in the film, Guile, once again, proves to be a fantastic producer too, by bringing together several elements of the production: finding amazing locations and working with other talented actors.
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
